NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING 
 
The City Council of the City of Clearwater, Florida, will hold a public hearing on Thursday, 
November 3, 2022, beginning at 6:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter may be 
heard, in the City Council Chambers, Clearwater Main Library, 100 N. Osceola Avenue, 
Clearwater, Florida, to consider declaring the following parcels as being surplus to 
City needs for the purpose of sale to an abutting property to support meaningful 
development. 
 
That portion of Rogers Street conveyed to the City of Clearwater by deed recorded in 
Official Record Book 6302, Page 1729 of the Public Records of Pinellas County, Florida, 
and that portion of Rogers Street conveyed to the City of Clearwater by City Ordinance 
No. 9507-21 recorded in Official Records Book 21781, Page 2617 of the Public Records 
of Pinellas County, Florida, being described as follows: 
 
Commence at the Northeast corner of the Southeast 1/4 of Section 17, Township 29 
South, Range 16 East; thence South 00°37'16" West, a distance of 50.01 feet, to a point 
on the South right-of-way line of Gulf-to-Bay Boulevard (S.R. 60), said point being the 
Northeast corner of Lot 1 Wm. Brown's Subdivision of Bayview, Florida as recorded in 
Plat Book 1, Page 13 of the Public Records of Hillsborough County, Florida of which 
Pinellas County was formerly a part; thence South 89°46'01" West, a distance of 450.00 
feet, along said South right-of-way line, to the Northeast corner of the West 163.14 feet 
of Lot 3, of said subdivision; thence South 00°37'16" West, a distance of 358.44 feet to 
the Point of Beginning; thence continue South 00°37'16" West, a distance of 30.00 feet; 
thence South 89°46'01" West, a distance of 233.74 feet; thence North 00°13'59" West, a 
distance of 30.00 feet; thence North 89°46'01" East, a distance of 233.89 feet to the Point 
of Beginning.  
 
Interested parties may appear and be heard at the hearing or file written notice of approval 
or objection with the City Clerk prior to the hearing.  Any person who decides to appeal 
any decision made by the Board or Council, with respect to any matter considered at such 
hearings, will need a record of the proceedings and, for such purpose, may need to 
ensure that a verbatim record of the proceedings is made, which record includes the 
testimony and evidence upon which the appeal is to be based per Florida Statute 
286.0105.
