ELIGIBILITY

This RFQ is open to all professional artists and artist teams aged 18 and older and residing in the
United States. Professional artists are defined as a practicing fine artist, generally recognized by critics
and peers as a professional of serious intent and ability. Indications of a person’s status as a
professional artist include, but are not limited to: income realized through the sole commission of
artwork, frequent or consistent art exhibitions, placement of artwork in public institutions or
museums, receipt of honors and awards, and higher education and/or training in the arts.

PURPOSE

The City of Clearwater Public Art & Design Program wishes to commission an artist or artist team to
create an original piece of public art that serves as an artistic enhancement to the City’s Fire Station
45, a new construction facility located near downtown Clearwater and serving as a base of operations
for the Clearwater Fire Department.

BUDGET

The budget for this commission is $111,580.00 USD which will be allocated to the artist and/or design
team selected by the Selection Panel. This contract amount is all inclusive of costs associated with the
project including, but not limited to: the artist’s design fee, other consultation fees such as structural
engineering, insurance, including Florida Worker’'s Compensation, small tools, materials, fabrication,
transportation and installation, including any required site modification, travel to and from the site,
per diem expenses, project documentation, contingency to cover unexpected expenses and any other
costs of any kind.

SITE DESCRIPTICN

The Fire Station 45 project will be a new construction development on the east side of downtown
Clearwater in the blocks of Court Street between South Martin Luther King, Jr. Avenue and South
Madison Avenue. The construction of the new facility will replace the existing Station 45, built in 1974
and currently serving as both a fire station and fire administration office.

Proposed artwork site:

The proposed public artwork site is indicated on the attached rendering of the Fire Station 45 facade.
The main fagade features a three-story tower housing an interior atrium, with full-glass windows
stretching from ground level to the structure’s roof. The interior atrium has been identified as the
prime space for public artwork and can be modified to house a wide range of artwork, including the
preferred media of mobile, suspended sculpture, or glasswork. It is intended that the artwork wiil be
illuminated at night, allowing for exterior views of the artwork.

Artwork proposed for consideration must attach directly to structural concrete and cannot be
suspended by the atrium’s curtain wall.

ARTWORK QUALITIES

The mission of the Clearwater Fire Department is “To ensure the health, safety, and well-being of our
community by providing a wide range of innovative services.” Finalist artists will be requested to
submit artwork that expresses the duty and sacrifice of firefighters through an artistic medium.

A wide range of media will be accepted, however preference will be given to artist finalists’ site-
specific renderings that best fit the proposed artwork site (mobile, suspended sculpture, and
glasswork) and best exemplify the spirit of the firefighter.

All artists and artist teams applying must post the following:

1. Six (6) images for review with all pertinent information (artist name, artwork title, medium,
dimensions, price/value, and year completed.) At least two (2) of these images must be of artwork
recently commissioned for a public art program.

2. A current artist’s resume, placing emphasis on public art projects or other related art experiences.
Please include budget amount for all projects and indicate team member role, if project is a design
collaboration.

3. A letter of interest describing why you are interested in this project. Artist teams will post a
collective statement about their team’s work. Specific proposals are not requested at this stage in the
process.

ARTIST/ARTIST TEAM SELECTION CONSIDERATIONS

The project artist or artist team will be selected on the basis of the following criteria: strength and
artistic merit of past works, experience and approach as evidenced in written materials, ability to
complete a project of commensurate scope.

The Clearwater Public Art & Design Program is committed to reflecting the cultural diversity of our city
in the selection of artists and artworks.

References provided as part of this application will be contacted prior to artist interviews.



SELECTION PROCESS

The Artist Selection panel will include a minimum of five voting members, including one member of the
Clearwater Public Art and Design Board, two artists or arts professionals (designer, curator, collector,
public art administrator, etc.), one representative from the city, and one representative from the
community. The Artist Selection Panel may also include one or more non-voting advisors, deemed
appropriate by the Public Art and Design Board or Cultural Affairs staff.
